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Cerise bolero:
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Needles 2 mm
Yarn: Cerise

Begin with one front piece.

Cast on 5 sts and knit 1 row rib.
The 2 outer stitches on the front edge are always knit in garter st.
Row 1: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches
Row 2: Purl
Row 3: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 

Row 4: Purl
Row 5: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 

Row 6: Purl
Row 7: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 
Row 8: Purl
Row 9: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 

Row 10: Purl
Row 11: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 

Row 12: Purl
Row 13: Knit, increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 

Row 14: Purl
Row 15: Knit, cast on10 new sts för arm and increase 1 st in from the 2 edge stitches 
Knit the 2 outer stitches on the arm are knit in garter st.
Row 16: Purl
Row 17: Knit
Row 18: Purl
Row 19: Knit, decrease at the same time 1 st in from the edge stitch 
Row 20: Purl
Row 21: Knit, decrease at the same time 1 st in from the edge stitch 
Row 22: Purl
Row 21 Knit, decrease at the same time 1 st in from the edge stitch 

Row 22: Purl
Row 23: Knit, decrease at the same time 1 st in from the edge stitch
Row 24: Purl
Row 25: Knit, decrease at the same time 1 st in from the edge stitch
Row 26: Purl
Row 27: Knit
Row 28: Purl
Lay garment aside and knit another front reversing the shaping.

Knit together front pieces and cast on 6 new sts between.
Continue with st st över all 42 sts until arm measures 5 ½ cm.
Bind off arms 10 sts on each side.

Continue knit st st on the remaining 22 sts until it is the same length in the back as the front.
Note! Last row in rib from wrong side.

Bind off.
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
