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White Sweater and Black Trousers:


Yarn: White and black – Fingering weight yarn

2 mm knitting needles

Sweater:

Cast on 22 sts with whilte and work 3 rows rib st, K 1, P 1.

Continue with rib stitch pattern = all the knit sts are worked through the back loop, 

under the stitch on the left needle.
Continue until piece measures 6 cm.
Cast on 20 new sts on each side for sleeves = 62 sts

The 2 edge sts of sleeves, work garter stitch.

When the sleeve measures 3 1/2 cm, place neck sts on a stitch holder like this:

Work 23 sts, place the next 16 sts of turtleneck collar on a stitch holder, cast on 16 new sts,

work the remaining 23 sts.

Continue to work over all 62 sts until sleeve measures 7 cm.

Cast off 20 sts on each side and continue to work the remaining 22 sts until it measures 5 ½ cm.

The last 3 rows, work in ordinary rib st.

Cast off.

Take the 16 sts from stitch holder at neck and pick up 1 st on each side = 18 sts

and work rib st pattern for 4 ½ cm.

Cast off.

Pick up 18 sts from the other part of neck and work rib st pattern for 4 ½ cm.

Cast off.

Sew turtleneck collar and sweater side seams.

Trousers:

Cast on 18 sts with black and 2 mm knitting needles and work 1 row rib st, K 1, P 1.

Continue with stockinette st.

At 8 cm, M 1 on each side, inside edge st, with 1 ½ cm between, 3 times, = 24 sts

At 13 cm, cast off 2 sts on each side, cast off one st on each side.

Work the other leg the same.
Join legs together: knit tog last st of the first part,

and the first st of the second part = 35 sts

At 14 ½ cm, decrease 2 sts evenly across row, and, at the same time, change to rib st, K 1, P 1.

Continue until piece measures 17 cm.
Cast off.
