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Cerise Dress:
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Yarn: Cerise
Needles 2 ½ mm
Cast on 101 stitches.
Knit pattern.
Row 1: K5, P1, *K9, P1*, Repeat between *-* and end with K5.
Row 2: P5, sl 1 stitch with yarn forward garment, *P9, sl 1 stitch with yarn forward*, Repeat between *-* and end with P5.

Repeat these 2 rows until the garment measures 4 cm.

When 4 cm do decreases, from right side:

K3, K2 tog tbl, P1, K2 tog, *K5, K2 tog tbl, P1, K2 tog*, Repeat between *-* and end with K3. = 81 stitches
Repeat the decreases 2 times every 4 cm.. There are less stitches after each decrease. = 41 stitches
Continue with pattern.
At 15 cm decrease to 34 stitches evenly across row.

Knit 4 rows rib över all stitches, K1 P1
Continue with 6 rows st st, but the 6 outside stitches on each side are in rib.
Bind off 8 stitches each side.

Knit 2 cm on the remaining 18 stitches.

Divide the garment in half and knit each side individually. = 9 stitches
On the third row decrease 1 stitch for neckline in from the outer stitches. Repeat the decrease with 3 rows between until 5 stitches remain.
Now measure the side from the division, It should be ca 4 cm.

Bind off and knit the other side like the first.

Sew together back seam and straps.
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
