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Dress with large collar:

 

Yarn: Red and white - Fingering weight yarn,

gold yarn - Lamé or polyester metallic fingering weight cotton or yarn
Combine a thin gold thread with the red yarn, all the time.
2 mm knitting needles

 

Start at the bottom of the dress 

: 
Cast on 38 sts with gold yarn.

Change to red yarn and work stockinette stitch.

When work measures 10 cm, change to gold yarn and work 6 rows stockinette stitch.

Change to red and stockinette stitch for 3 ½ cm.

Armhole row:

Row 1: K 8, cast off 2 sts, K 16, cast off 2 sts, K 8

Row 2: P 8, cast on 8 new sts, P 16, cast on 8 new sts, P 8 = 48 sts

Rows 3, 5: Knit stitch

Rows 4, 6: P 9, K 8, P 18, K 8, P 9

Row 7: K 9, ( K 2 tog) 3 times, K 18, ( K 2 tog) 3 times, K 9 = 42 sts

Rows 8 – 11: Rib stitch, K 1, P 1

Next row, from wrong side, becomes Collar right side:
Row 12: (row of eyelet holes), K 1, * K 1, 1 YO *, repeat between *-* throughout row until 

2 sts remain, K 2 = 80 sts

Row 13: Purl Stitch

Row 14: Knit Stitch

Row 15: Purl Stitch

Row 16: * K 2, M 1, *, repeat between *-* throughout row until 2 sts remain, K 2 = 118 sts

Row 17: Purl Stitch

Row 18: Knit Stitch

Row 19: Purl Stitch

Change to gold yarn and cast off loosely.
Thread in an elastic thread at neck so that the neck does not become too large
