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Sweater & Pants
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Needles:  2mm

Yarn:  Beige & Brown

m1 = pick up loop between last & next stitch and work into back of loop. 

Sweater 

Start at the bottom front.

Cast on 26sts in beige and work as follows:

Row 1:  P2, k1

Row 2:  P1, K2

Row 3:  P2, K1

Start with a knit row and continue in st.st until work measures 4cm.

Next 2 rows – Brown

Next 2 rows – Beige

Next 2 rows – Brown

Cont in beige and cast on 24sts at both ends for the sleeves
= 74

Cont in st.st, but keep the first and last 3sts in all rows as knit to for sleeve edge.

From 7½cm keep the centre 4sts as knit in all rows.

At 8cm divide piece in the centre with 37sts for each side.

Keep the outer 2 stitches on the neckline as knit in all rows.
After 2 rows, decrease 1sts inside the neckline edge stitches 3 times, with 3 rows between decrease rows.  
= 34 each side
Continue straight until work measures 11cm.

Repeat the second side as for the first.

Knit the pieces together as follows:

K34, cast on 6sts (for centre back), k34


= 74

Keep the centre 10sts as knit for first 4 rows.

Cont in st.st, but keep the first and last 3sts in all rows as knit to for sleeve edge.

Cont until sleeve measures 7½cm.

Cast off 24sts at each end.

Next 2 rows – Brown

Next 2 rows – Beige

Next 2 rows – Brown

Cont with beige for 5cm.

Row 1:  P2, k1

Row 2:  P1, K2

Row 3:  P2, K1

Cast off and sew up seams
Pants

Cast on 24sts and Rib (k1, p1) for one row and then cont in st.st.

At 3cm K1, M1, knit to last st, M1, K1.
Repeat last row 3 more times with 3cm between each increase.
= 30

At 10cm cast off 3sts on each side


= 24
Put first leg aside and knit another leg the same way.

Knit the two pieces together as follows:

Knit across the stitches of the first leg to last st.  Knit the last st of first leg together with the first st of the second leg, knit to end of second leg.

= 47

After 1cm cast off 4sts



= 43

After 2cm cast off 3sts



= 40

Work in st.st for another 1cm (total 3cm).

Cont in Rib for 6 rows.

Cast off and sew up seams.
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
