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Silver Dress:
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Yarn: Silver - Metallic fingering weight cotton or yarn
2 mm Knitting needles
Cast on 61 sts and work pattern:
Row 1: Knit stitch
Row 2: Purl stitch
Rows 3, 5, 7, 9: K 1, K 2 tog, * increase 1 st, K 1, increase 1 st, K 2 tog in the back loop, 
K 1, K 2 tog *, repeat between *-* across row, end with increase 1 st, K 1, increase 1 st, 
K 2 tog in the back loop, K 1
Row 4,6,8,10: Purl stitch
Row 11: K 1, K 2 tog, K 1, * K 2 tog in the back loop, K 1, K 2 tog, K 1 *,
repeat between *-* across row, end with K 2 tog in the back loop, K 1 = 41 sts
Row 12: Purl stitch
Continue with stockinette st until work measures 5 cm.
Decrease on next row to 23 sts.
Purl stitch row in reverse.
Now cast off for arms:
Row 1: Right side, K 4, cast off 3 sts, K 9, cast off 3 sts, K 4 = 17 sts
Row 2: P 4, Cast on 6 new sts, P 9, Cast on 6 new sts, P 4 = 29 sts
Row 3: K 12, K 2 tog in the back loop, K 1, K 2 tog, K 12 = 27 sts
Cast off from wrong side in knit.
Note! Cast off and cast on new sts a little tight 
otherwise it will be too big around the neck and arms. 
Experiment,
it might be enough to cast on 5 new stitches for the sleeve if you knit loosely.
The clothes pull on from the bottom-up.
If it becomes too tight,
you can leave open a few cm at the back of the neck.

Sew a button instead and make a loop of yarn.
