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White Dress and Cerise Edge:
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Doll Size ca 11 cm

Yarn: – Anchor Arista, White – Löve Bomuld 
Needles: 2mm 

Cast on 50 stitches with cerise.

Change to white and knit

Row 1: Knit, decrease 5 stitches evenly across row= 45 stitches

Row 2: Purl

Row 3: Knit, decrease 5 stitches evenly across row= 40 stitches
Row 4: Purl

Row 5: Knit, decrease 5 stitches evenly across row= 35 stitches 
Row 6: Purl

Row 7: Knit, decrease 5 stitches evenly across row= 30 stitches 
Row 8: Purl

Row 9: Knit, decrease 5 stitches evenly across row= 25 stitches 
Row 10: Purl

Row 11: Knit, decrease 2 stitches evenly across row= 23 stitches 
Row 12: Purl

Row 13:  Eyelet Row, K2, *1 YO, K2 tog *, repeat across row, ending with K1 = 23 stitches 
Row 14: Purl

Row 15: Knit

Row 16: Purl

Row 17: K4, bind off 3 stitches, K9, bind off 3 stitches, K4

Row 18: P4, cast on 6 new stitches, P9, cast on 6 new stitches, P4

Change to cerise:

Row 7: K12, K2 tog tbl, K1, K2 tog, K12

Bind off from wrong side in knit.

Thread cerise ribbon through the eyelet row at waist and form a bow.

Bind off.

Sew up back seam leaving a 3 cm opening. Sew a button and do a loop of yarn at the nape of the neck in the back to close.

Note: Bind off neck and ärm stitches. Test your tension. Ensure that you are not too tight so that you can not place the straps on the shoulder or too loose so that the arms fall down off the shoulder. You can also adjust the number of stitches you cast on for the arms up or down
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
