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ABBA - Blue tuxedo:

 
2mm knitting needles

Yarn: Blue and white - fingering weight yarn

Right front piece, seen from the front:

Cast on 1 st and work:

Row 1: K 1

Row 2: Cast on 1 st and work K 2

Row 3: Cast on 1 st and work P 2, K 1

Row 4: Cast on 1 st and work K 4

Row 5: Cast on 1 st and work P 4, K 1

Row 6: Cast on 2 sts and work K 7

Row 7: Cast on 1 st and work K 1, P 7

Row 8: Cast on 2 sts and work K 10

Row 9: Cast on 1 st and work K 1, P 10

Row 10: Cast on 2 sts and work K 13

Row 11: Cast on 1 st and work K 1, P 13

Continue with increases on jacket lapel:

Row 12: K 12, M 1, P 1, K 1 = 15 sts

Row 13: K 2, P 13

Row 14: K 12, P 2, K 1

Row 15: K 3, P 12

Row 16: K 12, P 2, K 1

Row 17: K 3, P 12

Row 18: K 11, P 3, K 1

Row 19: K 4, P 11

Row 20: K 10, M 1, P 4, K 1 = 16 sts

Row 21: K 5, P 11

Row 22: K 10, P 5, K 1

Row 23: K 6, P 10

Row 24: K 10, P 5, K 1

Row 25: K 6, P 10

Row 26: K 9, P 6, K 1

Row 27: K 7, P 9

Row 28: K 8, M 1, P 7, K 1 = 17 sts

Row 29: K 8, P 9

Row 30: K 8, P 8, K 1

Row 31: K 9, P 8

Rows 32, 34, 36: K 8, P 8, K 1

Rows 33, 35, 37: K 9, P 8

Row 38: K 8, P 8, K 1

Row 39: Cast off 9 sts, P 8

Rows 40, 42: Knit stitch

Rows 41, 43: Purl stitch

Place the work aside and work the other front piece the same, but in the opposite direction.

Work both pieces together and cast on 8 between them = 24 sts

Continue with stockinette st until back piece measures 2 ½ cm

Now increase 1 st on each side, inside edge st = 26 sts

Continue with stockinette st until back piece measures 5 cm

Now increase 1 st on each side, inside edge st = 28 sts

Continue with stockinette st until back measures 6 cm or is as long as the front piece, side edge. 

Work the 2 edge sts on each side, in garter stitch.
At 10 cm, divide work and work each side separately.

Right side: 15 sts

Left side: 13 + 2 sts you pick up at the division, behind the second part.

Start with the right side:

Work stockinette st, except for the 2 edge sts on each side, work in garter stitch.
After 3 cm, after division work:

Row 1: K 2, K 2tog, K 11 = 14 sts

Row 2: K 2, P 10, K 2

Row 3: Knit stitch

Row 4: K 2, P 10, K 2

Row 5: K 2, K 2tog, K 10 = 13 sts

Row 6: K 2, P 9, K 2

Row 7: Knit stitch

Row 8: K 2, P 9, K 2

Row 9: K 2, K 2tog, K 9 = 12 sts

Row 10: K 2, P 8, K 2

Row 11: Knit stitch

Row 12: K 2, P 8, K 2

Row 13: K 2, K 2tog, K 2, K 2tog, K 4,  = 10 sts

Row 14: K 2, P 6, K 2

Row 15: K 2, K 2tog, K 2tog, K 4,  = 8 sts

Row 16: K 2, P 4, K 2

Row 17: K 2, K 2tog, K 4 = 7 sts

Row 16: K 2, P 3, K 2

Row 19: K 2, K 2tog, K 3 = 6 sts

Row 20: K 2, P 2, K 2

Row 21: K 2, K 2tog, K 2 = 5 sts

Row 22: K 2, K 2tog, K 1 = 4 sts

Cast off.

Collar:

Pick up 28 sts, around neck edge and 2 sts on lapel,

from wrong side and work stockinette stitch.

First row purl stitch, (from jacket right side).

Work the 2 edge sts on each side in garter stitch.

On the other row, M 2 evenly across row. Repeat increase across row from right side.

Cast off, in knit from wrong side, when the collar measures 1 ½ cm.

Sleeve:

Pick up 28 sts, with white from right side, of the middle 7 ½ cm and work stockinette stitch.

At 2 ½ cm decrease 1 st on each side. Repeat decrease with five rows between, until 22 sts.

Knit until sleeves measure 8 ½ cm

Change to white and work 2 rows stockinette stitch.

Cast off.

Work the other sleeve the same.
