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Abba, white jumpsuit:

 

Yarn: White- fingering weight yarn,

Silver yarn - Lamé or polyester metallic fingering weight cotton or yarn

2 mm knitting Needles

 

Trousers

Start with the first leg, and make three flounces.

Flounce 1:

Cast on 40 sts with silver.

Change to white and work stockinette stitch.

At 1 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 34 sts

At 2 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 28 sts

At 3 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 22 sts

Continue until work measures 4 ½ cm.

Place the work aside.

Flounce 2:

Cast on 40 sts with silver.

Change to white and work stockinette stitch.

At 1 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 34 sts

At 2 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 28 sts

At 3 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 22 sts

Continue until work measures 3 ½ cm.

Join flounces together:

Add flounce 2 on flounce 1 and get 1 st from each part

and join together with knit st throughout row = 22 m

Continue until whole piece measures 5 ½ cm.

Place the work aside.

Flounce 3:

Cast on 40 sts with silver.

Change to white and work stockinette stitch.

At 1 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 34 sts

At 2 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 28 sts

At 3 cm, decrease 6 sts, evenly across row = 22 sts

Continue until work measures 3 ½ cm.

Join flounces together:

Change to silver.

Add flounce 3 on flounce 2 and get 1 st from each part

and join together with knit st throughout row = 22 m

Work together 2 rows knit with silver

Change to white and stockinette stitch.

Decrease 2 sts evenly across first row = 20 sts

At 7 ½ , 10 cm increase 2 sts evenly across row = 24 sts

At 13 ½ cm cast off 2 sts on each side, cast off 1 st on each side
Work the other leg the same.

Join legs together like this:      

Knit tog last st of the first part and the first st of the second part = 35 sts

After 1 cm increase 1 st middle of the row = 36 sts

Now work the 2 middle sts, in garter stitch.

After 3 cm increase 3 sts evenly across row  = 38 sts

Continue until work measures 7 cm,

on the last row, from wrong side, work the 4 middle sts knit.

Divide work in center and work each side separately = 19 sts                   

Start with the right side (seen from the front):

Row 1:Cast off 9 sts ( = back piece), K 10

Row 2: K 2, P 8

Row 3: K 10

Row 4: K 2, P 8

Repeat rows 3 and 4 until work from division measures approx. 6 ½ cm.

Cast off.

Work the other part the same, but in the opposite direction.
Sleeves:

Pick up 23 sts, with white, of the 6 1/2 cm on the edge, for sleeves, from right side:

Row 1: Purl stitch

Row 2: Knit stitch

Row 3: Purl stitch

Rows 4, 6, 8 : Knit and decrease 2 sts evenly across row  

Rows 5, 7, 9: Purl stitch

Work straight until sleeve measures 2 ½ cm

Change to silver and work 2 knit rows.

Change to white:

Row 1: Knit and increase 4 sts evenly across row  = 21 sts

Row 2: Purl stitch

Row 3: Knit and increase 6 sts evenly across row = 27 sts 

Row 4: Purl stitch

Rows 5, 7: Knit stitch

Rows 6, 8: Purl stitch

Row 9: Knit and increase 7 sts evenly across row = 34 sts

Row 10: Purl stitch

Row 11: Knit and increase 6 sts evenly across row = 40 sts

Row 12: Purl stitch

Row 13: Knit stitch

ow 14: Purl stitch

Cast off with silver, fairly loose.

 

Work the other sleeve the same.

Sew up as much in the back as needed for the dress to be easy to pull on.

It is difficult to reverse in and out at all flounces when you have sewn up the legs.

Leave open from mid-thigh and down

and sew it with slip stitches from right side.
