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Pink dress:

 

NOTE! There will be many stitches at the end. 

Yarn: Pink - fingering weight yarn,

glitter pink - lustre or metallic yarn

Needles: 5-7 (dpn) 2 mm double pointed needles

and possibly 2mm circular needle  

Cast on 48 sts with glitter pink, on 2 needles and work:

Row 1: K 4, cast off 13, K 14, cast off 13, K 4

Change to pink:

Row 2: P 4, cast on 7 new sts, P 14, cast on 7 new sts, P 4 = 36 sts

Rows 3, 5, 7, 9: Knit stitch

Rows 4, 6, 8, 10: Purl stitch

Change to glitter pink:

Rows 11, 12: Knit stitch

Change to pink:

Continue with stockinette st for 4 cm, last row purl stitch.

Change to glitter pink:

2 Rows Knit stitch

Divide sts on 4 needles (when it becomes too many stitches,  
divide on 5, 6 and then circular needle) and knit around.

Change to pink:

Row 1: Knit stitch

Row 2: * K 10, M 1 * repeat across row, end with K 6

Row 3: K 4, M 1, *K 10, M 1 * repeat across row, end with K 5

Row 4: K 5, M 1, *K 10, M 1 * repeat across row, end with K 8

Row 5: K 2, M 1, *K 10, M 1 * repeat across row, end with K 5

And so on. Continue so. K 10 increase 1 m, around, on all needles, until skirt

from the stripe measures 6 cm. There is, then approx. 445 sts. 

Knit 1 row without increases.

Change to glitter pink and cast off.

Press lightly.
