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Light green sweater with turtle neck and striped leggings:
Yarn: Light green and light brown - Fingering weight yarn
2 mm knitting needles

Begin with sweater front piece:

Cast on 20 sts with green and work 3 rows rib st, K 1, P 1.

Continue with rib stitch pattern =.all the knit sts are worked through the back loop, 

under the stitch on the left needle.
Continue until piece measures 10 cm.

Cast off 3 sts on each side. That leaves 14 sts for turtleneck.

Place the work aside and work back piece the same.
Knit both pieces together = 28 sts = turtleneck.
Work rib stitch pattern, K 1, P 1, for 5 cm.

Cast off in rib st.

Sew together collar and shoulder seams.
Sleeve:

Pick up 24 sts of the middle 7 cm, on the side, from right side.
Work rib stitch pattern for 5 cm.

End with 4 rows ordinary rib st, K 1, P 1.

Cast off.
Work other sleeve the same.

Trousers:

Start with one leg.

Cast on 18 sts with brown.

Row 1: Purl stitch

Change to green:

Row 2: Knit stitch

Row 3: Purl stitch

Change to brown:

Row 4: Knit stitch and increase 1 st on each side

Row 5: Purl stitch

Change to green:

Row 2: Knit stitch

Row 7: Purl stitch

Change to brown:

Row 2: Knit stitch

Row 9: Purl stitch

Repeat rows 2 – 9, two more times = 24 sts

Repeat rows 6 – 9 until there are 11 green stripes and 12 brown stripes.

Change to green:

Cast off 2 sts on each side.

Brown:

Cast off 1 st on each side = 18 sts

Work the other leg the same.  
Green:

Join legs together like this:
Row 1: Left part, K 17, join together the last st with the first st on the right part, in knit,

K 17 = 35 sts

Row 2: Purl stitch

Brown:

Rows 3, 7: Knit stitch

Rows 4, 8: Purl stitch

Green:

Rows 5, 9: Knit stitch

Rows 6, 10: Purl stitch

End with brown and 4 rows rib st.

Cast off in rib st.
