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Skirt with fur edge:
 (Barbie 168)
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Yarn: suitable for 2 mm knitting needles. 3 ½ mm knitting needles for eyelash yarn
 
Skirt:
Cast on 24 sts with blue and 2 mm knitting needles.
Work 3 rows rib st, (K 1, P 1).
Continue with stockinette st and increase row like this:
Increase row 1: K 4, * M 1, K 1, M 1, K 4 *, repeat between *-* across row. = 32 sts
At 2 cm make the next increase row:
K 5, * M 1, K 1, M 1, K 6 *, repeat between *-* across row, end with K 5.
Continue with these increases every 4 rows.
Note! Keep in mind that there will be more sts between increases.
Continue until there are 64 sts.
Now divide work into 2 parts and work each side separately.
From right side:
Knit 32 sts, turn, slip 1 st: purl st, and work purl st backwards.
Knit 29 sts, turn, slip 1 st: purl st, and work purl st backwards.
Note! Continue increases every 4 rows, as long as there are sts left.   
Knit 26 sts, (perhaps there will be more if you made increases) 
slip 1 st: purl st, and work purl st backwards.
Etc. Continue turns until there are approx. 3 sts left.
Now work over all sts on needle beginning with first part,
but cast on 1 new st in notch where turn was made.
Work the sts on the other part also.
Do the same with the other part:
From wrong side:
Knit 32 sts, turn, slip 1 st: purl st, and work knit st backwards.
Knit 29 sts, turn, slip 1 st: purl st, and work knit st backwards.
Knit 26 sts, (perhaps there will be more if you made increases) 
slip 1 st: purl st, and work knit st backwards.
Etc. Continue turns until there are approx. 3 sts left.
Now work over all sts on needle, beginning with second part.
and cast on 1 new st in notch where turn was made.
Work the sts on the other part also. (approx. 120 sts)
Knit 2 additional rows.
Change to 3 ½ mm knitting needles and eyelash yarn:
Knit until fur edge measures 2 cm. 

Cast off and sew up skirt back seam.
Top:
Cast on 26 sts with 2 mm knitting needles and work rib st (K 1, P 1).
When piece measures 1 cm, cast off 4 sts on each side.
Decrease 1 st on each side, inside edge st, 3 times.
Note! At 2 ½ cm divide work in center and work with 2 balls of yarn.
When decreases are finished, there should be 3 sts remaining on each part.
Continue until work measures 2 ½ cm.
Cast off and sew up back seam, and sew on a snap on neck at top.
